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Let’s pull together for our wonderful
Sport. It's been a hectic six months

~ and players and administrators are

sighing with relief. Now to take
stock, see where we are, what we
have achieved and what remains to
be implemented.

Like every other sport, Bowls made
way for the Soccer World Cup; all
our tournaments crammed into the
early part of the season. As we
wind down strong emotions surface.
I ask myself: Are bowlers in this
country truly patriotic? After all,
take a look at public response to
other codes - why can't we follow
suit? The Rugby World Cup
attracted throngs nationwide — many
of who had never before watched a
game in their lives - on to the
streets in screaming support for the
South African XV. Now we see the
same magic surrounding soccer;
every South African supports “our”
team ... if not Bafana Bafana, at least
the game.

suspicion “new talent” simply

because those die-hards fear they
might lose prestige, position and
kudos in their club. District officials
have asked the same question; I
gave them a similar reply.

Regardless of world media painting
horror stories about South African
crime, corruption and amenities,
World Cup Soccer is showing us a
route. We too need to form a bond
of togetherness and enthusiasm ...
the Swabhili word harambee,
meaning “let’'s all pull together”
could it be our bowls motto ... and
encourage bowlers of all standards,
administrators at all levels, coaches,
umpires and club officials, to
encourage the public to be part of
our wonderful Sport. I urge all to
stamp out negativity - please, let’s
work together to grow the Sport.

Remember too our fantastic
sponsors who stand by us through
this tough time. Without them our
dilemma would be a thousand-fold
worse. Because you may not
require a service or product,
perhaps your 29 999 fellow bowlers
might. Spread the word, show
solidarity with our sponsors - with
them we have a future, without
them we are lost.

Enjoy the World Cup and as you
blow your vuvuzela, don your
national scarf or beanie and wave a
favourite flag, think: I could do
this for bowls as well.”

Mostert, SA Singles champion

Some people are born with it all
... hot just financial wherewithal -
health, looks, brains and extreme
sporting prowess ...

South Africa’s latest Ladies’
Singles champion Cheryl Mostert
(KNZ Country District) is one of
those “irritating” people who can
do anything (hard miles put in of
course) seemingly with
consummate ease.

But then from a family of super
sportspeople she had to "make a
point” Springbok, Protea,
captain of all she commands -
name it, she’s done it.

To say she multi-tasks is an
understatement.

Before you or I have rubbed
sleep from our eyes, Cheryl has

fed, watered, cleaned and
exercised a menagerie, catered
for her household’s needs,

probably run a marathon and
can still look like a girl at her
prom dance.

A measure of her impact on those
who first acquaint and always
befriend her are her nicknames ...
(more of that later) ... a sure sign
of respect, confidence and awe.

Cheryl is what they call
undoubted officer material ... a
born leader.

She was born and grew up on the
farm Helmsley outside Ladysmith
with her parents Jim and Flo, a
sister Diane and brothers, Colin
and Norman. There she enjoyed
the privilege of country life. For
her extreme energy levels Cheryl
earned her first tag “Beanz” from
her father; she is still known by
that name throughout the green,
rolling hills of her district.

Jim Mostert was a national
household name. A brilliant
horseman, he represented South
Africa on numerous occasions
and was presented with the
South African Sportsman’s Merit
Award in the late 1960s. All her
siblings excelled at sport - Colin
is a leading SA shottist (clay
pigeon), Norman leads the world
in  Gymkhana Tent Pegging,
captaining a Protea side to beat
Australia; Flo, still presides.

Horses were family to the
Mosterts. Cheryl was a gymkhana
queen from the age of four,
eventually representing South
Africa against Zimbabwe from
1967-1969 when she also
captained the team. After that
Cheryl turned totally to show
jumping and represented Natal
from 1979 to 1984. With the
great Micky Louw, Jenny MclLoed
and June Hickman, they won the
South African Show Jumping
Championship in 1979.

Cheryl has won all the major
bowls titles in Kwa-Zulu Natal
Country Bowls, represented the
district for 11 years and has won
the All Natal Singles and Fours.
She likes to put back and is a
qualified coach and a Level 2
Umpire, the Kwa-Zulu Natal
Country Bowls Midlands
Competition Secretary and bowls
secretary of the Ladysmith CC.

“"And now the highlight, my
singles title in Pretoria. Now
nicknamed “The Runner” by the
nationals’ tournament committee,
it was her extreme fitness, ability
and concentration levels that
showed. Next challenge is next
year's World Champion of
Champions in 2011.”

She too is outspoken about
working bowlers.
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“Players who have to have full
time work commitments are at a
disadvantage; opportunities are
limited and restricted; often
unpaid leave - a costly struggle.

“Looking at the Talent
Identification and Twenty-Twenty
Programmes, a great concept,
but this is for the “ideal world” a
category that many talented
bowlers are unable to complete
the number of assessments
required on a regular basis.

“It still comes down to being able
to consistently perform in
variable conditions and different
greens. Cheryl has, therefore,
had to formulate her own
programmes to suit her lifestyle,
this being physically and mentally
fit, and playing mind bowls (Dr
Doug Coughlan would approve)
during the week.

Her love for nature and country
life continues at home with Geoff
and Cheryl's Mom where she
spends as much time as possible
in the garden with her three Jack
Russell’s, a Boerbull and a pet
Miniature Pot Belly pig called
Piggles. Cheryl and Geoff enjoy
home entertaining and Cheryl is
part of the Ladysmith Country
Club Bowls Trio (Cheryl, Glynnis,
Mandy) who put together and
organises various fund raising
dinners and functions.

It is a simple recipe: Be
physically and mentally fit, totally
focused, determined and

organized, “The more you do, the
more you can do, the more you
want to do”.

Form is transitional, class is
everlasting ...

not my words, but they apply
succinctly to the 2010
Warwick/BowlIsSA Singles
champion Bruce Makkink.

Out of the game for almost a
decade, the double SA Masters
champion (1998/2001), Protea at

the Malaysia-hosted
Commonwealth Games (1998;
fours: bronze medal), World
Bowls (2000; fours: silver);

African States (gold medalist:
fours/trips 1998, pairs/singles
1999) SA Fours (1997), SA
Masters 1998, guards a gilt-
edged pedigree.

And to demonstrate his class,
since his return to active bowls
two years ago, the list goes on
and on ... SA Provincials (2008 -
“B” side, 2009, 2010 Open; SA
Singles champion 2010, Port
Natal Masters Singles gold 2009,
runner-up Port Natal Men’s Pairs
2007/2008, runner-up Mixed
Pairs 2009, KZN Single champion
2008/2009, winner KZN Pairs
2009.

Makkink chuckles as he recalls
early days.

"I used to bunk school to play on
the beachfront greens. I joined
Durban Bowling Club when 17,
my interest in the game a direct
result of my parents’
involvement.

“My late Dad began aged 21 at
RDLI - my present club. My mom
(also passed on) began at 27 at
Albert Park; both were above
average. My mom was later to
shine in administration through
the Umpires Board as well as in

coaching; each became

presidents of their clubs.”

Makkink realised he had talent
and exploited it.

"I wanted to be an above average
bowler so I began a journal,
where I recorded my hopes,
ambitions and dreams, with
timeframes for them to be met.
After every game I assessed and
analysed my performance -
particularly shortcomings.

“Obviously, mentoring - from my

parents, Eddie Beeton, John
Dunlop, Stuart Robertson and
John Milligan - was vital. LaterI

was blessed to have Bert and
Nadine (Pottows) as friends; both
played a pivotal role in putting
me on the map, something for
which I will always be sincerely
grateful.”

“In 2001 I took a break, vowing
to return once there was positive
change - more so in terms of
selection policies. 1 believed a
number of selections/non-
selections were vindictive, which
coupled to negative comments
saw promising bowlers give up.”

With a clutch of better players

emerging from dedicated
development programmes, the
Durban champion sees Bowls
SA’s T-ID programme playing an
integral role.

"I welcome this initiative; it

eliminates subjective selection.
Now, continuous assessment
categorises bowlers into different
squads and affords all a chance
to become a Protea.

“Results are transparent, making
it a platform for the up-and-
coming to win recognition. I shall
use the programme to try to
make Gold Squad and maybe to
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again play for South Africa.

Makkink also recognises
disappointment and euphoria are
strange bedfellows, something
club players might think about.

"I consciously try not to judge
myself. This only causes fear,
anxiety and unhappiness. So
instead of concerning myself with
specific outcomes/results, I strive
to do my best and trust the
result. There is no expectation -
that means disappointment is
lurking. I have learnt the green
doesn’t care what I score or how
I play; it just allows me to enjoy
the game, to feel its beauty and
its gifts — its greatest wish is to
provide pleasure and joy.

He leaves a message for those to
represent SA at the
Commonwealth Games in India:

“Enjoy every moment, BE HAPPY
and above all, SUPPORT and
BELIEVE in one another. It will
mean a memorable tournament
and will go a long way to bringing
home GOLD.”
